	Learning Setting


	Educational setting will be in a classroom with white boards, projectors with the use of transparencies. The setup of the classroom will be setup like a conference room. It will be located in an urban area in Oklahoma. The school is accessible for students with disabilities and is also accessible by public transportation.

	Audience


	Students will consist of male and female ages 17 to 35. The students will be a range of those trying to pass the GED, to retirees, to people who want to work professionally.

	Delivery Modality (online, hybrid, face-to-face, and so forth)


	Face-to-Face modality will be used. In addition, students will be required to access www.aaaspell.com and get certain words to practice from selections we are reading individually and as a group. The traditional approach is chosen because of the large number of students who need and prefer a traditional setting, as well as the ease of obtaining direct feedback from the instructor.

	Total Time Allotment 


	Course will be four hours a day for five weeks.  Monday through Friday from 8am to 12am.

	Instructional Module/Training Plan Goal


	· To use problem solving techniques in helping to sound out words on a step-by-step approach
· To learn and understand reading fundamentals and concepts.
· To use phonics skills in approaching reading sentences.
· To see the important roll reading plays in everyday life


	Two Performance-Based Objectives


	· Students will be able to demonstrate, understand and learn how to read basic words in a beginner book.
· By the end of the course, students will be able recall important phonic sounds and be able to read at a fifth grade level or higher.

	Summative Assessment Description


	Students will be required to put together a reading assessment folder. In the folder students will need to have the following items: quizzes, tests, group projects, and the final and graded homework.  Assessed work will be used to determine what they have and have not learned and what they understood throughout the course.

	Attention Getter


	Comic Strip Chaos: Each of the students take turns choosing a comic frame out of a large container. After all students have chosen a comic strip, the students will begin to search for others who have the same comic strip sequence. After the students have found everyone in their group, they must arrange themselves so that the sequences of the frames are in chronological order to ensure the comic strip is in the correct order. Once they have completed this sequence, the group will sit down together. Once the students are in the groups, each member of the group with take their portion of the strip and highlight all the words in there strip that they know. Once they have highlighted all the words they know they will then underline words they need help with. This will give the teacher some idea of where to begin with teaching the students literacy skills.  This is an example of how the students comic strip should look:

“mom I need a band-aide for my knee.”
“son it is in the cabinet, go get one.”
“I can’t reach it, can come get it for me.”

	Detailed Input of Content 


	Visual aids such as beginning reading books, Dolch sight word list, KWL charts. Students will use their prior knowledge and skills to fill out the first part of the KWL chart. In a large group the teacher will ask the students for a list of words that they already know. Students will look at their sight word list and begin calling off words that they already know. Students will work in groups and begin creating sentences with the words they know. Each group will need to make at least 10 sentences with words they know from the sight word list. The teacher will explain that the students need to make sure the sentences have nouns, verbs and adjectives. Example: The cat sat on a blue mat.
The overall layout of the instructional content will be as follows:

· 20 minutes of homework review

· 1 hour of teacher-led-instruction

· 1hour of discussion and question and answer session
· 15 minutes break

· 30 minutes of small group work

· 30 minutes of individualized work

· 5 minutes for passing out homework assignment

With this breakdown, all segments combined will total four hours of class time.



	Part III: Implementation
	

	Instructional Strategies 


	Under the big five instructions direct, indirect, interactive, individual study and experimental will be used in helping students further build upon previous knowledge. In order for students to get a better handle on recognizing and reading words is through drill and practice (Volpe, Mule, Briesch, Joseph, & Burns 2011). There will be instructor-led lectures where students will be able to use the discussion, question and answer session to confirm what they do or do not understand. Practice and drill is basically doing repetitive work over and over again until learners are basically comfortable in applying the needed steps to recognizing and reading words. 
While students are seated, they will begin studying the Dolch words they already know, and the teacher will give a spelling test to see if the students have really recognized the words they have been studying. Students that demonstrate their full understanding through checked homework assignments will be selected to help some of the other students in class who are still having a hard time recognizing and reading the Dolch Word list. 

	Formative Assessment


	Observations: The teacher will observe the students’ progress before determining whether or not they should move forward or continue on with where they are. 
Formative assessment: Students will have a spelling test as well as an oral test on the words they have been studying. Those students who have passed the spelling test and oral test will be able to move on to the next set of Dolch Words. Those students that do not pass will continue to study the words they are working on and try again the following week to pass on to the next set of words.

	Closure


	Students that come from various backgrounds and expertise will take away necessary skill sets in which they will find used on-the-job or in another course. Having a face-to-face traditional setting is very beneficial to those students that are taking this course for the very first time or those who may need a brush-up on their reading skills. Students who have been out of school for any length of time usually need help in recalling to relearning information over again. Some students will need basic reading skills to even move on to the next step while others may need it for a particular job they are trying to apply for. 
The Attention getter activities are a way to help students feel comfortable during their time in class. By the teacher using various ice breaker techniques, students will also receive an opportunity in knowing and working with each other.

	Materials and Resources


	Material for a successful assignment completion will be the Dolch Word list, comic strips from the newspapers, flashcards with word list printed on them. Workbooks and beginning reader books.
